Reverse transfer program 

Some academic credits for coursework 
completed at another community college 
or university may transfer back to MCC to 
satisfy associate degree requirements.

If you have completed 15 or more credits at 
MCC, you need only to arrange for transcripts 
from universities and colleges that you 
transferred to after leaving MCC. If classes 
that transfer back meet the requirements of an 
MCC degree, you could earn another degree 
for free.
